Election of the Bureau and Appointment of the Rapporteur

among the representatives of its members a President, a Vice President and three other
members (collectively designated as the Bureau), as well as an alternate. They shall hold
office until their successors are elected. Each member and alternate of the Bureau shall be
chosen from one of the Lists of States as defined in Appendix A to the General Regulations
of WFP.

Pursuant to Rule XII and in keeping with the established methods of work, the Board may
appoint a Rapporteur from among the representatives.

bodies (2004/EB.A/11). The report provides a comprehensive picture of WFP’s
engagement in United Nations system-wide activities, organized according to the
common format for United Nations funds and programme reports to ECOSOC and
taking into account the comments expressed by the WFP Board on the desired content of
the report. This report is presented to the Board for approval.
