The Board takes note of “Emergency Operations Approved by the Executive Director or
by the Executive Director and the Director-General of FAO (1 January—30 June 2009)”
(WFP/EB.2/2009/10-E).

" This is a draft decision. For the final decision adopted by the Board, please refer to the Decisions and
Recommendations document issued at the end of the session.
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At its Third Regular Session of 2001, the Board asked to be regularly informed about
emergency operations (EMOPs) approved either jointly by the Executive Director and the
Director-General of the Food and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations (FAO) or
under the delegated authority of the Executive Director. Since the Board's Second
Regular Session of 2002 this information has been provided twice a year.

2. Thisreport covers EMOPs approved between 1 January and 30 June 2009.

3. All EMOPs approved in the first semester of 2009 are shown in the attached tables.
Table A lists those projects with a food commitment value of more than US$3 million
approved jointly by the Executive Director and the Director-General of FAO. Table B lists
those with a food value of less than US$3 million approved by the Deputy Executive
Director for Operations (who is aso the Chief Operating Officer) under the delegated
authority of the Executive Director. Table C lists EMOPs with an individua value of less
than US$500,000 approved by Regional Directors or country directors under the authority
delegated to them by the Executive Director.

4. During the period under review, 14 EMOPs were approved: 9 by the Executive Director
and the Director-Genera of FAO; 1 under the delegated authority of the Deputy Executive
Director for Operations;, and 4 by Regiona Directors or country directors. These
operations account for a commitment of 1,131,729 mt of food to assist 8.8 million people
at afood cost of US$377.3 million; total costs to WFP were US$789.8 million.

EMOPS APPROVED JOINTLY BY THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR AND THE
DIRECTOR-GENERAL OF FAO

5. Yemen EMOP 107670 started in January 2009 and is scheduled to end in
December 2009. It covers the needs of 590,000 beneficiaries at a cost to WFP of
US$23.8 million in assistance to vulnerable people affected by the global increase in food
prices who are at the highest risk of hunger and malnutrition.

6.  Burkina Faso EMOP 107730 started in January 2009 and will end in December 2009. It
responds to a drastic fall in purchasing power among a large segment of the urban
population as a result of high food prices. Tota cost for WFP is US$17.5 million to assist
294,000 beneficiaries. Under EMOP 107730, children aged 6-24 months and pregnant or
lactating women receive fortified food; very poor households receive monthly vouchers to
be exchanged in selected shops against a food basket that includes maize, cooking oil and
soap.

7. Occupied Palestinian Territory EMOP 107740 started in February 2009 and is scheduled
to end in January 2010. It assists 31,000 people vulnerable to food insecurity in urban areas
of the West Bank. Total cost of this operation to WFP is US$6.7 million. Under
EMOP 107740, targeted beneficiaries recelve a monthly alocation of cash vouchers that
may be redeemed for certain food items in selected shops.

8.  Kyrgyzstan EMOP 108040 was launched in January 2009 and was initially dueto end in
June 2009; a budget revision extended it until March 2010. EMOP 108040 was approved
in response to droughts, locust infestation, hailstorms, spring frosts and lack of rain in the
context of economic shocks. Through this EMOP, WFP provides 75 kg of wheat flour and
7.5 kg of vegetable oil for 580,000 beneficiaries at a cost of US$8.3 million.
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9. Uganda EMOP 108110 commenced in February 2009 and will end in November 2009.
The operation is designed to assist 970,000 beneficiaries in the north-eastern region of
Karamoja who are severely affected by drought. The intervention consists of genera food
assistance for food-insecure households and supplementary and therapeutic feeding for
moderately and severely malnourished people.

10. Somalia EMOP 108120 started in April 2009 and is scheduled to end in March 2010.
Total cost to WFP is US$482.5 million for food assistance for 3.5 million conflict-affected
beneficiaries. Relief interventions include targeted food distributions, emergency school
feeding, food for work, food for assets, food for training, institutional feeding and
programmes involving children and nutrition.

11. Occupied Paestinian Territory EMOP 108170 was launched in January 2009 in
response to an escalation of hostilities in the Gaza Strip in December 2008. The operation,
which is scheduled to end in June 2010, assists beneficiaries through general food
distribution, food for education and food vouchers. Total cost to WFP is US$77.8 million.

12.  The Democratic Republic of the Congo (DRC) EMOP 108240 started in May 2009 and
will end in November 2009. It supports 162,000 beneficiaries. EMOP 108240 targets
internally displaced persons (IDPs) and host communities, provides support for moderately
malnourished children and pregnant and lactating women, and supports Congolese
refugees. Total cost to WFP is US$27.8 million.

13.  Pakistan EMOP 108280 started in March 2009 and will end in December 2009. This
operation was approved in response to the impact of heavy fighting in the North-West
Frontier Province (NWFP) and the Federally Administered Tribal Areas (FATA) and aims
to assist 2.2 million beneficiaries among IDPs and locally-affected people whose food and
nutrition security has been adversely affected by the armed conflict. Total cost to WFP is
US$64.3 million.

EMOPS APPROVED BY THE DEPUTY EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR FOR
OPERATIONS

14. Yemen EMOP 108060 started in January 2009 and is scheduled to end in
December 2009. It assists 43,000 flood-affected beneficiaries in the eastern part of the
country through general food distribution at a cost of US$1.6 million.

IMMEDIATE-RESPONSE EMOPS APPROVED BY REGIONAL DIRECTORS
OR COUNTRY DIRECTORS

15. Dominican Republic IR-EMOP 108460 was launched in response to widespread
flooding and consequent damage to agricultural land and pasture. It started in May 2009
and ended in August 2009; the total cost to WFP was US$449,000.

16. Ethiopia IR-EMOP 108190 was approved in anticipation of an increased influx of
refugees from Somalia following the withdrawal of Ethiopian troops. The operation started
in February and ended in April 2009; the tota cost to WFP was US$266,000.
Approximately 25,000 beneficiaries were assisted through the distribution of high-energy
biscuits.
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17.  Peru IR-EMOP 200021 started in June 2009 and ended in September 2009. It assisted
34,000 beneficiaries affected by exceptionally low temperatures in Puno Province; the total
cost to WFP was US$522,569.

18.  Occupied Palestinian Territory IR-EMOP 108160 started in January 2009 to address the
humanitarian crisis caused by the escalation of conflict in the Gaza Strip at the end of
2008. WFP organized general food distribution for 174,585 beneficiaries for 30 days in
anticipation of the approval of EMOP 108170 (see above). Tota cost to WFP was
US$449,440.
