Summary Evaluation Madagascar PRRO 10442.0

This report summarizes the findings of the evaluation of PRRO 10442.0 "Response to Recurrent Natural Disasters
and Seasona Food Insecurity”, conducted between June and August 2008. Its objectives were to: i) report on
activities undertaken and the extent to which their implementation was in line with the original plan; and ii) identify
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reasons for successes and failures and derive lessons learned. Given the innovative nature of this PRRO, the
evaluation also sought to draw lessons from the atypical use of this programme category, which could be replicated
in other operations.

»  Summary Evaluation Nicaragua EMOP 10700.0

The evauation assesses WFP's response to the needs of people affected by Hurricane Felix in September 2007.
Natural disasters occur frequently in Central America and the Caribbean, and Nicaragua has experienced a series of
them. The summary report presents conclusions and recommendations and highlights good practice for the design
and implementation of future emergency responses to hurricanes in Nicaragua.

»  Effectiveness of WFP in Recovery Interventions

This strategic evaluation assesses the extent to which WFP recovery interventions achieve their stated and implicit
livelihood recovery objectives; it is intended to inform both the design and implementation of future livelihood
recovery programmes. The evaluation is based on a combination of desk analysis and field-based case studies of
ongoing EMOPs and PRROs conducted in October and November 2008.

»  Summary Evaluation Burkina Faso PRRO 10541.0

In Burkina Faso, WFP, UNICEF and the World Bank have joined forces to fight malnutrition. WFP plays aleading
role through the implementation of PRRO 10541.0 whose objectives are to: i) reduce levels of moderate acute
undernutrition among children under 3, pregnant women and lactating mothers; and ii) enhance the Government’s
capacity to implement the National Plan of Action for Nutrition, in particular the aspects related to strengthening
household food security and setting up a nutrition surveillance system. The evaluation assesses the extent to which
these objectives have been achieved and whether there is room for improvement.

»  Summary Evaluation Cote d' Ivoire PRRO 10672.0

The politica instability in Cote d' Ivoire resulted in the country splitting into two parts in September 2002. In early
2007, as aresult of the Ouagadougou Agreement, the Zone of Confidence separating the two parts was dismantled,
a peace process launched and steps taken for economic recovery in the country. In order to facilitate the recovery,
WFP developed PRRO 10672.0 “Assistance to Populations Affected by the Cote d' Ivoire Protracted Crisis’ which
was approved for a period of 18 months (1 July 2007-31 December 2008) for atotal cost of US$41,239,517.

The evaluation assesses the extent to which the PRRO contributed to a return to stability and assisted household
food security through food aid interventions protecting human and productive assets.

»  Summary Evaluation Liberia PRRO 10454.0

Liberia PRRO 10454.0 is a single-country operation that was designed and implemented following a series of
regional PRROs that provided an overall framework of assistance for Guinea, Liberia and Sierra Leone. The first
objective of the evaluation is to determine the degree to which stated project objectives have been achieved and to
assess the manner in which these have been achieved.

The second objective is to draw lessons from the current operation in order to contribute to improved performance
in the next phase of the Liberia PRRO, to begin in July 2009. The field work for the evaluation is to be conducted
in November 2008.

»  Summary Evaluation Malawi Country Portfolio

The evaluation provides an analysis and assessment of the portfolio over the period 20002008 looking at: i) how
well WFP is aligned with government policies and partner strategies and whether the Programme positioned itself
strategically within that context; b) how WFP made strategic choices in the past; and c) what the outcomes and
impacts of the operations were. The evaluation findings and recommendations will inform the country office’s
choices about future strategic directions, strategic planning and implications for programme implementation.

»  Summary Evaluation Mozambique CP 10446.0

WFP Mozambique country programme (CP) was approved by the Board in October 2006 for the period 2007-2009.
The strategic focus of the CP was to strengthen national capacities to respond to the triple threat of food insecurity,
HIV and AIDS and weakening government capacities. The CP focuses mainly on support to human capital through
a component for education and children and a government capacity development component.

The evaluation will provide an assessment of WFP support to: i) the education of the food-insecure school-aged
population of Mozambique and ii) Government’s capacity to manage a nationa school feeding programme at
national and sub national levels. It will aso am to inform decision-making about future food-for-education
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interventions in Mozambique, including a possible extension of the CP until 2010 to harmonize with the PRSP and
the UNDAF.

Summary Evaluation Republic of the Congo PRRO 10312.1

This PRRO addresses the relief and recovery needs of vulnerable populations affected by the conflicts that ravaged
the country in the 1990s. The evaluation examines the extent to which the PRRO has improved the food security
and socio-economic recovery of the affected populations focusing on the recovery components of the PRRO: the
food-for-work, food-for-education and HIV/AIDS activities.

Early Warning and Contingency Planning

WFP employs severd early-warning tools to enable timely and informed decisions and actions that enhance
preparedness and response. This evaluation focuses on the effectiveness, accuracy and usefulness of WFP
contingency plans and their activation (in countries with and without WFP presence); partnerships for developing
and activating contingency plans, and early-warning systems. It compares standards and good practices with
WFP's current policies and working methods, with a view to understanding WFP's contributions to the
development of good practice. The evaluation focuses on a cross-section of contingency plans in various
emergency contexts.

Summary Report of the Joint FAO/WFP Evaluation Information Systems for Food Security

This evaluation is conducted jointly by FAO and WFP, at the suggestion of the FAO Programme Committee,
which originated the request for the evaluation. Information on food security is essential in making the right
choices about providing assistance, especially in a changing global environment that affects the availability of food
and cost of assistance. FAO and WFP have devoted considerable resources to information systems both jointly and
separately and have undertaken severa related evaluations. But there has been no evauation of information
systems for food security as a whole in terms of their responsiveness to users information needs and their eventual
use in decision-making. The evaluation is important to the cooperation arrangements of FAO and WFP, joint work
and future strategies supporting information systems for food security.

Summary Evaluation Afghanistan PRRO 10427.0

This operation aims to enhance food security and improve human and productive capital in food-insecure and
remote areas, with emphasis on vulnerable women and children. It supports 6.6 million Afghans in food-insecure
areas through food for work, food for training and food for education in partnership with the Government, non-
government partners and communities. The evaluation reviews the extent to which objectives were achieved and
provide recommendations for future interventions in Afghanistan.

Summary Evaluation Bangladesh CP 10410.0

Bangladesh is a low-income, food-deficit country with annual average food grain imports of 2 million mt since
1990-1991. After India and China, it has the highest humber of hungry people in the world; an estimated
28 million people survive on less than 1,805 kcal per day and risk losing life and livelihood to recurrent natural
disasters. Thisis compounded by an increasing disparity in income distribution and high prevalence of malnutrition
among women and children. The goal of this CP is to support the Government in improving the food security of
very poor households, their nutritional well-being and their livelihoods. The evaluation will take stock of
achievements and provide guidance for future CPsin Bangladesh.

Summary Evaluation the Democratic Republic of the Congo PRRO 10608.0

The evaluation of PRRO 10608.0 “ Targeted Food Aid for Victims of Armed Conflict and Other Vulnerable Groups
in the Democratic Republic of the Congo” will contribute to accountability and learning, generate corporate
separately lessons for WFP, inform programme design in case of subsequent operations and inform relevant OEDE
strategic evaluations to be conducted later in 2008 and 20009.

Summary Evaluation Guatemala PRRO 10457.0

In Guatemala, 49.3 percent of children under 5 suffer from chronic malnutrition; 12 percent of infants are born
underweight and 50 percent of children are chronically malnourished by the age of 3. The objectives of the WFP
operation are to contribute to saving lives through supplementary and therapeutic feeding, and to fight chronic
malnutrition by addressing several of the underlying causes in the target areas, including: i) limited access to food
of adequate quantity and quality; ii) inadequate weaning, care and health practices; and iii) women’s limited control
over community resources. The evaluation will review the effectiveness and relevance of the operation to address
chronic malnutrition in other countries of the region where nutrition is a strategic issue.

Summary Evaluation Sudan EMOP 10693.0

The Sudan continues to be WFP's largest humanitarian operation. The ongoing conflict in Darfur, the lingering
effects of the civil war in Southern Sudan and the underlying structural problems, combined with the effects of past
drought and conflict in the Central, East and Three Areas (CETA) have left much of the Sudan food-insecure and
dependent on international aid. The main role of food aid is to meet the emergency needs of the IDPs and host
communities in Darfur, and of returnees and other highly vulnerable people in Southern Sudan and the CETA. The
evaluation assesses the degree of WFP's success in providing assistance to the most vulnerable, food-insecure
populationsin the Sudan and highlight good practices for interventions in conflict areas.

Summary Evaluation Occupied Palestinian Territory PRRO 10387.1

Poverty and food insecurity resulting from protracted conflict and the closure policy in the Occupied Palestinian
Territory undermine economic development, affecting 34 percent of the population and threatening another
12 percent. WFP's operation aims to meet the food needs of the most vulnerable non-refugee people through
protracted and emergency relief to contribute to the poverty reduction strategy of the Palestinian National Authority
by supporting the development of productive activities and skills. It focusses on i) enhancing the knowledge base,
ii) strengthening partnerships and advocacy efforts on food insecurity to improve targeting and coordination and
iii) ensuring effective use of resources while minimizing negative effects on production and markets. This mid-term
evaluation will provide an update on the operations achievements and provide inputs to guide the design of the
PRRO from 2010.

Limited access for the poor to education and health services, low
levels of investment in public infrastructure and weak governance structures perpetuate food insecurity and
undernutrition, especialy in rural aress.

ii) food assistance for people living with HIV and households with orphans and other vulnerable children, iii) food
assistance for households of tuberculosis patients; and iv) disaster risk reduction through community asset creation,
food for training and relief assistance. The evaluation will measure the degree of success of the operation and make
recommendations for future interventions.

Summary Evaluation Ethiopia CP 10430.0

The CP contributes to achieving the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) of eradicating extreme poverty and
hunger; achieving universal primary education; promoting gender equality and empowering women; combating
HIV and AIDS, malaria and other diseases; and ensuring environmental sustainability. The evaluation will review
overall coherence of the WFP intervention to achieve the CP objectives, their degree of success and inform
decision-making about future programmesin Ethiopia.

Summary Evaluation Ethiopia PRRO 10665.0

The operation aims at reducing people’s vulnerability to acute food insecurity, and at supporting capacities to
manage risk, enabling food-insecure people to invest in more resilient livelihoods. Its four components support the
Government’s productive safety-net programme, national relief response and national child survival programme,
and the strategic framework for the national response to HIV and AIDS. WFP provides food assistance only when
it is the most appropriate tool, based on vulnerability and options available at the community level. The evaluation
will provide evidence of whether objectives are being met and make recommendation regarding the future
implementation of the operation.

The CP aims at strengthening government capacity to reduce poverty, food insecurity and malnutrition in Egypt.
Thisisto be achieved through WFP support to the reform of existing food-based safety net programmes in order to
increase their efficiency and effectiveness. The CP concentrates on providing two kinds of support: technical
assistance to strengthen institutional capacity, and small-scale demonstrations of best-practice models in food-for-
education and food-for-assets activities. Areas of focus include pro-poor resource allocation and improved
management practices. Institutiona strengthening and knowledge transfer support a smooth phasing out of WFP
food-based activities by the end of the CP in 2011. This evaluation will take stock of achievements in developing
capacities of the Government and communities to implement sound food assistance programmes.

The CP's objectives are to help to improve access to food in ways that enable women and girls to take advantage of
development opportunities and address gender disparity in education, health and access to productive assets. The
expected outcomes of the country programme include: i) retention of girlsin schools; ii) increased enrolment rates
for girls; iii) increased attendance by women at rura hedth facilities to obtain reproductive heath care and
immunization; and iv) increased organizational and self-development capacities of the various women’s groups,
achieved through creation and preservation of assets.
