2.  Each member of the Bureau shall be chosen from one of the Lists of
States as defined in Appendix A to the General Regulations of WFP. In the
election of the President, the Vice-President and the other members of the
Bureau, consideration shall be given to the equitable geographical rotation
of their offices among the Lists of States.

Each alternate will replace the Bureau member if he/she is temporarily or
permanently unavailable. The designated alternate shall have the same
rights and responsibilities as the Bureau member he/she is replacing.
Alternates may also attend Bureau meetings as non-participating observers
at other times.

Notwithstanding the foregoing, if the President becomes temporarily or
permanently absent, unavailable, otherwise unable to fulfil the duties of the
position or ceases to represent a member of the Board, the following
procedure applies:

1) if the President becomes temporarily unavailable, the Vice-President
will take over his functions and responsibilities;

i) if the President becomes permanently unavailable, the procedure for
replacement will depend on when this occurs,

a) if it occurs at or before the Annua Session of the Board, the
President will be replaced by the alternate referred to in Rule
V.1 until the end of the period of tenure;

b) if it occurs after the Annual Session of the Board, the
Vice-President will take over the functions and responsibilities
of the outgoing President until the end of the period of tenure.

3. The President of the Board shall not, except in exceptiona cases as
decided by the Board, be eligible for re-election. The Vice-President and the
other members of the Bureau shall be eligible for re-election.”
