8. The Bosnia Logistics Unit (BLU) provided logistical management and support to the
WEFP food aid programme in Bosnia and Herzegovina. The BLU has succeeded in
creating cost effective delivery systems throughout Bosnia and Herzegovina by
contracting commercial transporters and eliminating the need for the international
trucking fleet used during the war; at the same time, it assesses the logistical capacity of
the Government, including its requirements for technical equipment and infrastructure
repairs.
