CPA is still the “bed rock” of peace in Sudan

However the CPA remains fragile

Lack of tangible peace dividends for average
people

Rate of return lower than expected – lack of
critical basic services

North/South border dispute remains

Disarmament, Demobilisation and
Reintegration (DDR) process incomplete
