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22.2 million people acutely food insecure, with highest
numbers in Ethiopia, South Sudan and Somalia.

Good rainfall expected to result in better harvest season
and improved food security - improvement not immediate
in areas of Kenya, Ethiopia and Somalia - pockets of South
Sudan still at risk of famine.

After multiple years of droughts and displacement, floods
have affected more than 1.7 million people across the
region.

Number of refugees in the region continues to increase.
Now at 3.39 million - Regional Refugee Plans heavily
underfunded.
