46. Table 3illustrates that:

» Development expenditures were 24.7 percent lower than the original 2002—2003
estimate and 1.3 percent higher than actual expendituresin 2000-2001.

» PRRO expenditures were 42.5 percent higher than the original estimates and
52.0 percent above the 2000-2001 actual expenditures.

» EMOP expenditures were 144.1 percent higher than the original budget estimates and
86.7 percent higher than the 2000-2001 actual expenditures.

» Special Operations (SO) expenditures were 149.0 percent higher than the origina
budget estimates, owing to an increase in support to relief activities, and 84.1 percent
above the 20002001 actual expenditures.
