Each member and alternate of the Bureau shall be chosen from 

one of the Lists of States as defined in Appendix A to the General Regulations of WFP. 

Pursuant to Rule XII and in keeping with the established methods of work, the Board may 

appoint a rapporteur from among the representatives. 

3. Opening remarks by the Executive Director 

Under this item, the Executive Director will make an oral presentation to the Board on 

current and future strategic issues facing WFP. 

On Thursday, 16 April, Special Guest Dr. Tedros Adhanom Ghebreyesus, Director-General of 

the World Health Organization, will deliver remarks from Geneva (to be confirmed).
