2. To bein line with the target OBC, established at 1,800,000 metric tons (i.e., 2.5 times
the estimated availability of 720,000 metric tons), some 524,000 metric tons could be
approved in 1998.

3. Of the Country Programmes approved or to be approved, 2.5 years of commitments have
been included in the OBC, to be in line with the methodology used in setting the target
OBC (see paragraph 2 above).
