Why do we twin?

Increases availability of food and resources to WFP operations
Leverages more food with less capital cost

Sources food closer to beneficiaries, cutting costs and lead time
Effectively broadens WFP’s donor base
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Promotes South-South and triangular cooperation
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How do we twin?

When a donor is unable to meet Full Cost Recovery:
1 Another donor can agree to cover the associated costs
2 WFP accesses the EDMF to provide limited/initial funds for twinning
