3. Intensify WFP’s DRR/M capacity development efforts focused
on national governments and regional institutions

4. Improve WFP’s capacity to analyse the links among disaster
risk, hunger and other drivers of food insecurity

5. Consolidate partnerships for enhanced DRR/M outcomes

6. Improve monitoring and evaluation of the impact and cost
effectiveness of WFP’s DRR /M efforts
