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The goal of zero hunger seemed challenging, but
possible: The proportion of undernourished
people in the developing world had dropped by
almost 50 percent since 1990.

Climate change was a major driver of food
insecurity, leading to unfavorable weather extremes
and natural disasters - and major displacements.
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Agenda 2030 and the Sustainable Development
Goals were just new, setting humanitarian efforts
within a broader context of human progress and
development, with a strong commitment to leaving
no one behind.
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But already in 2016, we had seen a rise in
conflicts - with severe food security implications:
People in conflict-affected states are up to three
times more likely to be undernourished than those
living in more stable developing countries.
