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Malawi basic facts
]

e Malawi ranks 166t of 177
countries in UNDP 2006 HDI.

e Half of the country’s 12 million
citizens live below the poverty
line.

e 20 percent of the population is
ultra-poor, living on less than
US$0.20 per day.

e Malawi’'s economy is largely
based on rain-fed agriculture.

e Despite bumper harvests in
2006 and 2007, chronic food
Insecurity persists in some
areas, due to dry spells and
floods.



Relief

- Support to people affected by natural
disasters, including primary & pre-school
children during the lean season

Disaster risk reduction (DRR) and
livelihood protection
Nutrition

- Therapeutic feeding for severely
malnourished children

- Supplementary feeding for moderately
malnourished children, children discharged
from nutrition rehab units, and malnourished
pregnant and lactating women

HIV/AIDS

- Dietary support to chronically ill, women
under PMTCT treatment, people on ART
and households taking care of OVC

- Training activities (eg. home-based care,
leadership skills, gender issues)
