® Disruptions fo commercial fuel
and food supplies

® Delays in arrival of WFP food stocks

® Likely reduced entitlements for
all targeted WFP beneficiaries in
December

® Severely food insecure projected to
increase from 6.8 million in 2018: the
blockade could further increase food
Insecure populations
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® Also face serious access constraints in
non-GoY controlled areas

@ Local food purchases cancelled

® Increase in food prices by 15%.
Diesel by 99% and petrol 71%"
