As per procedure established in 2012, staff representative bodies will present their address to the Board on
questions of interest to the organization and its staff.

Report on global losses for the period 1 January-31 December 2023

The Executive Director will submit to the Board, for information, a report on food losses incurred prior to
and after delivery in recipient countries.

At its 2000 annual session the Board “encouraged the Secretariat to take all necessary measures to ensure
that losses were further reduced and seek monetary reimbursement from those governments which had lost
commodities through negligence”. The report describes the measures taken by WFP to keep pre- and
post-delivery losses to a minimum between 1 January and 31 December 2023. It makes specific mention of
the largest losses, both in terms of absolute and proportional net cost.

Update on food procurement

At the Board's 2006 first regular session Board members asked WFP to report more regularly on food
procurement activities as a follow-up to the policy outlined in the document entitled “Food Procurement in
Developing Countries” (WFP/EB.1/2006/5-C). This report, presented for information, provides: i) statistics on
food procurement; ii) an update on food procurement capacity; and iii) an analysis of the interplay between
local, regional and international procurement. In accordance with General Rule XII.4, the report will also cover
the use of unrestricted cash resources to purchase commodities in developing countries.

Statistical report on international professional staff and higher categories at
31 December 2023

The Board will have before it, for information, a report outlining WFP staffing as at 31 December 2023. It
provides the number of international professional and higher category staff holding indefinite, continuing or
fixed term (one year or more) appointments and junior professional officers and United Nations volunteers
participating in WFP activities. The report also provides statistics on the geographical distribution of WFP
international professional and higher category staff.

Security report

At its 2007 second regular session, the Board requested that the WFP security report be shared with Board
members. This document presents an analysis of significant security incidents involving WFP staff, assets and
partners in 2023 along with statistical data on geographical distribution and types of security incidents. This
item will be presented to the Board for information.
